Richard A. Ennis, CPFO

Richard A. Ennis is the Executive Director of Melbourne International Airport (MLB), a position he has held since 2005.  A veteran of the U.S. Air Force and native of Merritt Island, Mr. Ennis earned degrees from Brevard Community College, and the University of Florida and an accounting degree from Rollins College.  He worked in the private sector as an auditor and then was Assistant Finance Director for the City of Melbourne until 1992 when he joined the MLB staff as the manager of finance and administration. 

In 2005, the Melbourne Airport Authority asked Ennis to serve as Interim Executive Director, elevating him to Executive Director later that year.  

Ennis earned national distinction as a certified public finance officer (CPFO).  Ennis led the efforts for the airport to receive an $800,000 Small Community Air Service Development Grant from the U.S. Dept. of Transportation.  Under his continued leadership, Delta Air Lines celebrated its 25th year of service to the area.  Ennis also led the airport’s successful efforts to secure multi-million dollar land leases and attract both domestic and international companies to the area that have resulted in numerous jobs for the local workforce.

He is credited with spearheading renewed efforts to get federal approval for an interchange off Interstate 95 to Ellis Road, a necessary link to provide easier access to the airport for commerce and passengers.
